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teaching environments for art 
history, museum and materi-
al-culture studies. She works 
with local cultural partners 
(such as the Manchester His-
toric Association and the Cur-
rier Museum of Art) to enliven 
students’ understanding and 
uses the classroom and op-
portunities in the  community 
to show students how to im-
prove their writing and critical 
thinking skills. In 2009, She 
co-led and  taught the New 
Hampshire Institute of Art’s 
first summer school in Verona, 
Italy, and serves on the board 

of directors of  Rubia, whose 
mission is to develop econom-
ic opportunities through craft 
heritage, to support education 
and  to promote health and 
well being for Afghan women 
and their families.

July 16: Local historian 
Gloria Aspinall will share her 
knowledge of the Passacon-
away area logging camps. 
Photos and crafts that the 
loggers made will be shown; 
family memories, what life was 
like in the camps (including 
the food), how they spent any 
free time and how logging was 
done will be discussed. Pas-
saconaway was a bustling area 
with over 1,500 loggers and 
their families, two train lines, 
a stage coach, seven one room 
schoolhouses and three hotels. 
Gloria has written as a free 
lance reporter for the Conway 
Daily Sun and the Mountain 
Ear. 

July 23: Scott Travist, local 
brewer extraordinaire, will be 
sharing his knowledge, experi-
ence and beer-brewing stories 
as he demonstrates the fine 
and historical art of brewing. 
The history of ale stretches 
back several thousand years. 
The home brewer was pretty 
much replaced during the in-
dustrial revolution with large 
scale manufacturers. Today 
there is a resurgence in the lo-
cal-, home- and micro-brew-
ing sector; if you have ever 
been curious about beer brew-

ing, this is a great opportunity 
to learn.

July 30, we will learn about 
the Battle of Saratoga and the 
demise of British forces in 
New England. This presenta-
tion will focus on what events 
transpired that placed British 
General Burgoyne and his 
army on a battlefield where he 
ultimately was forced to sur-
render. This defeat led to a sig-
nificant change in British mil-
itary strategy.  Burgoyne’s use 
of Tories and Indian allies will 
also be discussed along with 
key players on the Patriot side. 
Norman Desmarais presented 
last summer at the Remick to 
a full house and is an Adjunct 
Professor at Webster Univer-
sity Graduate School. He is a 
member of the Mayflower So-
ciety and the Historian for the 
Brevard County Sons of the 
American Revolution.
